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Abstract

Post Conviction Sex Offender Testing (PCSOT) has developed as a critical component for community based treatment and management of sex offenders with the evolution of the Containment Model.  This session will document the needs and requirements for polygraph testing within that model.  The instructors will explain the various PCSOT tests employed around the United States and Europe including the Disclosure test to challenge denial of the convicted offense (Instant Offense Test); will review testing procedures to identify undisclosed victims and additional paraphilia (Sexual History Test); will examine the re-offense or ‘public safety’ test (Monitoring Test); and, will demonstrate how  testing is used to identify probation/parole violations (Maintenance Test), and how these tests are effective in preventing re-offense and other violations while under court supervision.  This seminar will distinguish civil commitment and institutional polygraph from PCSOT and will identify polygraph’s role in risk assessment.
